Dear Professor KAJITA,

Please let us express our sincere gratitude to you, as the President of the Science Council of Japan, for your great
support of Future Earth.

As you know, Future Earth is a global network of scientists, researchers, and innovators for a sustainable planet.
Since its establishment in 2015, we have co-created a half dozen high-profile research agendas and projects with
local governments, private sector, and social and natural scientists. We have produced three annual science briefs
for the UNFCCC — “10 New Climate Science Insights” and was a core contributor to the 2019 United in Science
report to the UN Secretary General. The Governing Council of Future Earth consists of the International Science
Council, several United Nations Organizations other international science-promoting organizations and
supporting organizations of global secretariat including Science Council of Japan. Future Earth is one of the
thematic research programmes of the International Science Council, for which the Science Council of Japan has
been a national member for decades. Our global Secretariat headquarter is distributed among five countries
including Japan.

Science Council of Japan has been supporting many research activities of Future Earth — Global Research
Projects and Knowledge-Action Networks, by dedicated researches by Council Members and Members of
Science Council of Japan, through cross-disciplinary discussions within its Committees and Sub-Committees,
and also by international financial support of travels to members of Future Earth projects. The Science Council
of Japan has been a leading supporting organization of our secretariat Global Hub Japan and a member of Future
Earth Governing Council. With its unique structure in covering entire scientific disciplines from social,
biomedical to physical sciences and engineering and the positioning within the government, Science Council of
Japan has been successful in bridging Japanese academic communities and in collaborating with non-academic
partners.

Future Earth has been admiring the work of the Science Council of Japan and the world leading researchers in
Japan to draw people’s attention to climate change and environmental problems. We acknowledge that “Urgent
Statement by the President of Science Council of Japan on Climate Change and Call for Action”, which was
released in September, 2019, just prior to United Nations Climate Action Summit, has given significant impacts
to people, institutions and local governments in Japan to recognize climate emergency and the needs to make
statements and declaration from themselves. We believe that such recognition formed a foundation to widely
support the National Resolution declaring a “Climate Emergency” by the National Diet of Japan on November
19 and 20, 2020. Future Earth also understands that it was only enabled by the Science Council of Japan as a
reliable national academy which covers all the scientific disciplines.

Now Future Earth expresses our serious concerns over the current situation of the Science Council of Japan. We
understand that the renewal of its Council Members has not been completed yet for the new term and also that
the true contributions of Science Council of Japan to national policies and life of Japanese people are partially
misunderstood or underestimated. Future Earth sincerely hopes that faithful and open dialogue will take place
between Science Council of Japan and the government and that dedicated activities of Science Council of Japan
will be fairly communicated among Japanese society. We strongly believe that the improvement of the current
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situation around the Science Council of Japan and its continuous and strong contribution to Future Earth are
critical for promoting climate actions and sustainability in the world.
