1. Humanity stands to be profoundly affected by science and technology in the future. We envision the possibility of
broadening human potential by overcoming aging, cognitive shortcomings, involuntary suffering, and our
confinement to planet Earth.

2. We believe that humanity’s potential is still mostly unrealized. There are possible scenarios that lead to wonderful
and exceedingly worthwhile enhanced human conditions.

3. We recognize that humanity faces serious risks, especially from the misuse of new technologies. There are possible
realistic scenarios that lead to the loss of most, or even all, of what we hold valuable. Some of these scenarios are
drastic, others are subtle. Although all progress is change, not all change is progress.

4. Research effort needs to be invested into understanding these prospects. We need to carefully deliberate how best to
reduce risks and expedite beneficial applications. We also need forums where people can constructively discuss
what should be done, and a social order where responsible decisions can be implemented.

5. Reduction of existential risks, and development of means for the preservation of life and health, the alleviation of
grave suffering, and the improvement of human foresight and wisdom should be pursued as urgent priorities, and
heavily funded.

6. Policy making ought to be guided by responsible and inclusive moral vision, taking seriously both opportunities and
risks, respecting autonomy and individual rights, and showing solidarity with and concern for the interests and
dignity of all people around the globe. We must also consider our moral responsibilities towards generations that
will exist in the future.
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7. We advocate the well-being of all sentience, including humans, non-human animals, and any future artificial
intellects, modified life forms, or other intelligences to which technological and scientific advance may give rise.

8. We favour allowing individuals wide personal choice over how they enable their lives. This includes use of
techniques that may be developed to assist memory, concentration, and mental energy; life extension therapies;
reproductive choice technologies; cryonics procedures; and many other possible human modification and
enhancement technologies.

@ The concept of eupraxophy encompasses within it humanism, transhumanism (including Extropianism), and
possible a future posthumanism. Humanism is a eupraxophy or philosophy of life that rejects deities, faith, and
worship, instead basing a view of values and meaningfulness on the nature and potentials of humans within a
rational and scientific framework. Transhumanism is a class of philosophies that seek to guide us towards a
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posthuman condition. Transhumanism shares many elements of humanism, including a respect for reason and
science, a commitment to progress, and a valuing of human (or transhuman) existence in this life rather than in
some supernatural "afterlife”. Transhumanism differs from humanism in recognizing and anticipating the radical
alterations in the nature and possibilities of our lives resulting from various sciences and technologies such as
neuroscience and neuropharmacology, life extension, nanotechnology, artificial ultraintelligence, and space
habitation, combined with a rational philosophy and value system. (More 1990)
Humanity+ formally defines it based on Max More’s original definition as follows:
1. The intellectual and cultural movement that affirms the possibility and desirability of fundamentally improving
the human condition through applied reason, especially by developing and making widely available technologies to
eliminate aging and to greatly enhance human intellectual, physical, and psychological capacities.
2. The study of the ramifications, promises, and potential dangers of technologies that will enable us to overcome
fundamental human limitations, and the related study of the ethical matters involved in developing and using such
technologies.
Transhumanism can be viewed as an extension of humanism, from which it is partially derived. Humanists believe
that humans matter, that individuals matter. We might not be perfect, but we can make things better by promoting
rational thinking, freedom, tolerance, democracy, and concern for our fellow human beings. Transhumanists agree
with this but also emphasize what we have the potential to become. Just as we use rational means to improve the
human condition and the external world, we can also use such means to improve ourselves, the human organism. In
doing so, we are not limited to traditional humanistic methods, such as education and cultural development. We can
also use technological means that will eventually enable us to move beyond what some would think of as “human”.
