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Professor Rob Jenkins is a cognitive scientist at the University of York. Rob completed a BSc in Cognitive
Science at the University of Westminster followed by a PhD in Psychology at University College London. His
early work examined the information that humans read from faces. He now focuses on Cognitive Hazards,
particularly psychological factors that jeopardise the future of humanity. His research includes behavioural
experiments, computational modelling, and image analysis. Rob was an inaugural member of the Young
Academy of Scotland, then a member of the Global Young Academy. He is recipient of international awards for
physical sciences and for science communication, as well as research prizes from the British Psychological

Society and the Psychonomic Society.
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
